Tips to Promote the Ride Together Pierce (RTP) “Rider Rewards” Campaign
Campaign Date: Jan. 1 – Dec. 31, except for May, September and October

Plan Your Campaign:  Now
· Form a sustainable transportation committee to plan and help promote the campaign.
· Connect with your Wellness and Sustainability teams to coordinate efforts. 
· Request the CEO’s support and a budget for additional prizes. 

Promote “Rider Rewards”: Jan. 1 – Dec. 31, except for May, Sept. and Oct.
· New in 2026: Order a Ride Together Pierce (RTP) “prize pack” and/or Safety Gear Item from RTP to use as extra prizes. These items will become available to order for free in early 2026.
· Prize pack items may include RTP merch such as bamboo cutlery, canvas tote bag, stadium-approved clear bag, sunscreen, To-Do notepad, pens, etc.
· A Safety Gear Item may be a U-shaped bike lock, bike lights, quality safety vest, umbrella, gloves, etc.
· Consider adding a theme to the campaign months.
· For example, in the spring/summer months, consider adding bike, walk and bus information to your promotions. In the fall/winter months, consider adding dark weather safety, and carpool/rideshare information. 
· Other theme ideas include New Year, New Commute, Love Your Commute, Spring into a New Commute and so on… 
· Announce campaign in an employee newsletter, email, or company Intranet page.
· Use the sample email messages on a monthly basis, as needed.
· Display the campaign poster around the workplace.
· Post the campaign PowerPoint slide on TVs, web or temporary login screen pop-up.
· Add the campaign link to your email signature, such as: Learn how to win $150
· Host a ridematching event or promote the trip planner and ridematching tool on RideTogetherPierceCalendar.com 
· Order 5 ORCA cards loaded with $10 and pass out to employees who want to try transit.
· This is available for employers who do not have an ORCA passport program. 
· Encourage sustainable commuters to submit a RTP commuter profile and they can earn $20.
· Conduct your own brief interview/showcase of an employee who has a sustainable commute (including telework or a compressed work schedule). Highlight a “commuter of the month”.
· Share Ride Together Pierce posts on Facebook and Instagram.
· Ask employees to share photos from sustainable commute (or non-commute) on your intranet, employee engagement platforms, or social media. 
· RTP invites folks to submit a photo related to their sustainable trip with a brief explanation to be shared in our monthly newsletter to earn $10. 
· Involve leadership by asking them to pledge to use a sustainable commute modes.
· Surprise sustainable commuters with healthy snacks, beverages or send them a gift card.
· Hold individual or team challenges. Have employees earn points for prizes.
· You can create challenges and point programs on the trip calendar for free.
· Encourage taking sustainable trips to after-work functions like a workplace social, or a game.

After Each Campaign Month:
· The 7th of each following month will be the last day for employees to record their trips in the online trip calendar for the RTP prize drawing.

RTP Prize Drawing: Mid-month following campaign month
· RTP will distribute the prizes through the trip calendar directly to the user by mid-month the following month. The prize will be a $150 voucher to claim on an online gift card website. 
· Prize winners will be posted on the Rider Rewards webpage after winners have been awarded.
· RTP will notify the ETC if their employee won a prize. 
· ETCs are encouraged to celebrate the winner, conduct a commuter profile or share a photo of the winner with staff.

Resources
1) Carpool – The Employee Transportation Coordinator can help employees find coworkers who may live along their commute. 
2) Rideshare (also known as vanpool) – You only need three people to start a rideshare. They can be your coworkers or other commuters traveling a similar route. Find existing rideshares here.
